Braille Services
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Staff member 1: Braille services covers everything from Braille production to large print, digital. We can do technical drawings, we can do tactile drawings, so we are covering a huge range and a large area of young people's needs, from the very young ones up until the adults that are on site.
A book like this is now made accessible for a Braille user and also a print user, so you got your print and then your plasticised Braille so that children can work with their peers.
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To adapt a book like this I would probably take half an hour cos it’s not a very big book, but unfortunately GCSE books take an awful lot longer.

We also turn class work and books in to digital format so that em the young people can use access technology in order to access their work and to produce work and to listen to work.
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Staff Member 2: I am in the process of er translating this book into grade 2 Braille it's not just straight forward process of scanning it in and doing it very quickly,  pressing buttons, we have a lot of work to make sure it’s coming out correctly, because often things like illustrations or certain emboldening can throw the Braille system out, so yes ermm, yes all I can say is that a book of this size which is possibly 96 pages will come out probably 4 times as many pages as that in the Braille er and that basically what I am doing today.
Staff Member 1: It’s very important to stress the point that each piece of work is adapted to an individual’s needs or for example one child might like a large font on a tinted paper whereas another child might need grade 1 Braille. The work is done for the individual in the tutor groups and er nothing yet has passed us by, so it's good.
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
