IT Supporting West of England Learners
We are in the schools IT suite. We see 2 students working on their laptops to begin with. They are both in their early teens and wearing white polo tops.
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Narrator says: We use IT in a variety of ways to support students when delivering English through the curriculum. One of the most obvious ones for those who have very little or no sight are the screen readers and we have a variety of screen readers, rather simple ones for primary and more sophisticated ones as they move into secondary.

Now we see a student working on a desktop PC with a teaching assistant, his screen reader is enabled. The student is around 10 years old and his support worker is in her early forties.

Student 1 says: or London actually. L.O.N.D  London.

Narrator says: Students with absolutely no sight can do almost everything that a sighted person can do with a laptop, on the internet, with spreadsheets all of those sorts of things.

Student 1 says: I'm doing a, what is it?

Learning Support Worker: An account of what I did yesterday?
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Student 1 says: Yeah account of what I done yesterday, yeah cos I wasn't in school I was at London.

Student 1 says: Er where is it then?

Learning Support Worker: Is that the centre?

We now see a lad wearing a red jumper who is also about 10, he is a wheel chair user. We see a close up of his desktop computer monitor shower large software icons.
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Narrator says: For students who have some sight and can therefore access a screen or a monitor we have various changes made to font size which is the most most obvious, one but background sometimes for colour definition, to make it clearer for them and it does depend on their diagnosis what adapt ions are made in technology.

We now see another young male student who is working with a laptop that has a keyboard plugged into it that has enlarged letters.
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Learning Support Worker : Yep

Student 2 says: Shall I refresh a couple of times?

Narrator says: We use a lot of technology here to make the curriculum more accessible for students.
